Before proceeding to the Writing Workshop (Level 5), candidates are required to have passed all the preceding
modules, to the value of 90 credits. Candidates who fail to fulfil this requirement will be re-assessed in the failed
module(s) at the next available opportunity and only allowed to proceed to the Writing Workshop (Level 5) upon
successful completion of the re-assessment.

Before proceeding to the doctoral thesis stage, candidates are normally required to have passed the Writing
Workshop (Level 5), which is assessed on a pass/fail basis. A candidate who fails to fulfil this requirement has
the right of resubmission. If the resubmission is also a fail, or the candidate chooses not to proceed to the
doctoral thesis stage, the candidate shall be re-registered for the Writing Workshop (Level 4) (BUSI40190) and
the resubmitted work assessed against the outcomes for this module and awarded a mark in accordance with the
Core Regulations for Taught Doctorates. Candidates who obtain a mark of 50% or more at Level 4 shall be
awarded the degree of Master of Arts in Business Research (N1KPQ7).

Candidates who fail to satisfy the requirements for the award of DBA or Master of Arts in Business Research but
who have achieved 60 credits from the taught modules at Level 4 shall be awarded the Postgraduate Certificate in
Business Research (N1KL14) as an exit qualification.
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
